RUSE

Ruse is a cosmopolitan city at a crossroads.
In its more than 20 centuries of history, a
variety of ages have left an imprint on a va-
riety of cultural strata. The spirit of the city,
however, always remains unchanging, ev-
erlasting and free like the big European riv-
er — a river that generates influences, con-
nects, inspires life and promises a future...
Ruse is the biggest Bulgarian city on the
Danube River and the most significant
transport, logistics, business and cultural
centre of North Bulgaria. The number of
the population is 150 000.

23 centuries ago, an ancient Thracian port
marked the beginning of the town. In the
late 1st century, the Roman fortress of
Sexaginta Prista (from Latin “port for 60
ships”) became part of the Roman Danube
Limes, the northern frontier of the empire.
Today, the ruins of Sexaginta Prista are an
open-air museum exposition.

In the Middle Ages, Ruse and the Roma-
nian city of Giurgiu on the opposite river
bank existed as one settlement. In the early
17th century, Ruse developed into a centre
of trade; the port played an important role
in the commercial exchange between Cen-
tral Europe and the Balkan area. That is
why the city can be found on all geographi-
cal maps from that period.

In the 1860s, the city became the adminis-
trative centre of the Ottoman Danube Prov-
ince, which covered a territory of the size of
Bulgaria today. That was the time when for
the first time in Bulgaria industrial compa-

nies were started in Ruse and the first rail-
way line between Ruse and Varna was built.
In the second half of the 19th century, the
city was the seat of 11 European diplomatic
missions. That accelerated the inflow of Eu-
ropean influences, which triggered changes
of the day-to-day routines of its residents.
Ruse’s history is related to national heroes
from the Bulgarian National Revival peri-
od. A large number of events that were pio-
neering to Bulgaria happened in Ruse, and
that made the city one of Bulgaria’s major
centres of cultural development.

Ruse welcomes its guests with an impres-
sive architectural heritage inspired by the
progressive European spirit of its citizens,
who invited eminent European architects at
the turn of the 20th century to build the ar-
chitectural environment of the city. Today,
dozens of heritage-listed buildings have the
European Heritage label.

Ruse is a bridge that delineates and over-
comes borders; moreover, in the run of its
existence, it has been a centre and a capital.
Ruse was the place where the first tokens of
Modernity and the industrial age of Bulgar-
ia got born. It is also the place that helped
the ideas of humanism, technical and eco-
nomic development to reach the Southeast
of Europe.

Lesopark ,,Lipnik® is located in the area of the village of Nikolovo, 10 km from
the city of Ruse. It is located in a huge forest massif of linden trees with an area
of about 20,000 acres, which is where the name of the area comes from. It is
considered the largest forest park on the territory of Bulgaria. There are restau-
rants, artificial lakes, a hotel, a zoo, a children’s corner, landscaped corners, a
sports facility, and a camping have been built. The construction and shaping of
the surrounding area as a park began around the fifties of the last century and
since then the flow of people seeking peace and quiet here has not ceased. Only
ten kilometers from the city, a real rescue island — the park becomes, especially
in the summer, when a fiery inferno has enveloped the big city along the Danube.
A special beauty and romantic charm brings an artificially built lake, turned into

a kingdom of water lilies.
